SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. 3

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Interstate Obscenity 4

Definition Act’’. 5

SEC. 2. DEFINING OBSCENITY. 6

(a) DEFINITION.— 7

nications Act of 1934 (47 U.S.C. 153) is amended— 9
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(A) by redesignating paragraphs (38) 1

through (59) as paragraphs (39) through (60), 2
