SEC. 3. PROHIBITION OF CERTAIN FORMS OF IDENTIFICA-
TION FOR AIRLINE PASSENGERS.

Section 7220 of the Intelligence Reform and Ter-
rorism Prevention Act of 2004 (Public Law 108-458; 49
U.S.C. 44901 note) is amended—

(1) in subsection (¢)(1)(C), by inserting “‘except
as provided in subsection (d),” before “any docu-
ment’’;

(2) by redesignating subsection (d) as sub-
section (e); and

(3) by inserting after subsection (c¢) the fol-
lowing new subsection (d):

“(d) PrROoHIBITION OF CERTAIN FORMS OF IDENTI-
FICATION.—In carrying out this section, the Secretary of
Homeland Security may not designate or permit any of
the following as a valid identification document for a do-
mestic commercial airline passenger seeking to board an
aireraft:

“(1) The CBP One Mobile Application.

“(2) Department of Homeland Security Form
1-385, Notice to Report.

“(3) Department of Homeland Security Form

1-862, Notice to Appear.”.
